5.0 RIDER LICENSING

5.5 Competence

NALEO feels that a CTC Level 3 is sufficient means of showing competence.

5.7 Character

It is imperative that pedicab riders receive the same CRB enhanced check as that proposed for proprietors of pedicabs (7.6)


5.9 Medical

NALEO feels that a Group 2 medical certificate comparable with taxi/PHV drivers is required in addition to a statement from his GP that medical condition(s) likely to impair the rider does not exist.  This is in the event of the rider being deemed medically fit for driving a taxi/PHV but not so taking charge of a pedicab.

7.0 VEHICLE LICENSING

7.19 We feel that option one would be a more effective use of established enforcement procedures and in line with current practice for taxis.

7.23 Plates and notices could be laminated or suchlike to protect from weather or any other damage, in an approved manner.

8.0 PEDICAB RANKS

We feel that current ranks could be extended with a designated area for a number of pedicabs.  The public will be aware of the location of current ranks and to designate new ranks in new locations on a part-time basis could initially confuse both the public and the trade.
