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NALEO consists of local authority (council) licensing and enforcement officers throughout the UK.  The Association was formed with the purpose of promoting better understanding of licensing legislation; to exchange information and solutions and to raise the profile of licensing in general.  

Q2.
Do you agree that the Department should not prescribe documents to accompany the regulations? If not, please explain your reasons.

As each application can differ, NALEO feels that any prescribed list of documents can not be definitive and will lead to the applicant becoming confused.

NALEO agrees with the statement.

Q3.
Do you agree that the Department should not specify the grounds on which a review can be sought in the application form? If not, please explain your reasons.

NALEO feels that all parties must be made aware of the grounds for seeking review; as is their right.  A person or body supplied with this knowledge will lessen the number of invalid applications received.

NALEO does not agree with this statement.

Q4.
Do you agree with the proposed timescales for notices and submissions for representations this sufficient time for representations to be made?

NALEO welcomes the proposal to allow more time for licensing authorities to prepare for a review hearing by means of time periods for notices.

Q5. 
Do you agree that the form of the notice should be prescribed in each case?

NALEO agrees that notices should be prescribed in each case.  This will lessen the prospect of licensing officers receiving a myriad of applications both from interested parties and responsible authorities.  A prescribed notice will ensue all necessary information is provided; thereby reducing the number of invalid applications.

Q6.
Do you have any comments on the proposed form of notice for licensing authorities (Annex D and E)?

Annex D

NALEO feels that, as licensing authorities can consist of several offices the address to which representations in writing must be made should be included on the notice. It should also be made clear if emails are acceptable.

Q7.
Do you agree that the licensing authority should be obliged to publish notice both outside the premises and in a local paper or their own website?  Should licensing authorities be obliged to use all three formats?

NALEO believes that to make the application for review known to interested parties, the notice should be placed in local paper and outside the premises concerned.

Publishing notice on the licensing authority website, in addition to the above should be left to the discretion of that authority.

Q8.
Does the proposed form of notice of as decision of a review include all matters it should contain? If not what other matters should it cover?

Annex F should include the date the decision was made and a date that decisions will come into effect.
