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NALEO support proposals to remove the requirement to hold a game license to take or kill game, in addition to the removal to hold a local authority licence in order to deal in game. 

Game licences have been overtaken by society and serve no useful purpose in the 21st century.  These proposals are not seen by NALEO as lessening the protection of seasonal game where offences and penalties will continue to apply and regulated by an authoritative body.

NALEO is of the opinion that the removal of ancient requirements contained in Game Acts will remove the burden of local authority licensing officers as well as licence holders.

The income received by local authorities for licensed to kill game is negligible and does not reflect the cost of administering the current licensing requirements.
