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RESPONSE TO CONSULTATION

Statement

This response is submitted by the National Chair of NALEO.  NALEO is a voluntary group of licensing officers and licensing enforcement officers employed by local licensing authorities.

Q1

NALEO is of the opinion that compulsory messages are required to be included in the advertising of gambling.

Q2

A public awareness message such as those used in the Drink Aware campaign could be used.  This is seen by NALEO as less intrusive to the public whilst maintaining a clear message as to the need to be aware of irresponsible gambling.

Q3

NALEO feels that operators should display the jurisdiction under which they operate.  This will allow members of the public a right of address should the need arise and will also give direction to the trade where none currently exists.

Q4

NALEO feels that a voluntary approach to displaying messages will result in an abundance of differing formats which may prove difficult for the customer to decipher.

A statutory approach regulated in Great Britain will provide the same messages in the same format thereby delivering the objective.

Q7

To allow continuity in delivery the responsible gaming message to all possible customers, it is felt that such messages are included in broadcast and non-broadcast advertising.
